Default Structure

Default structure is displayed to the user when there's no specific structure selected - by default. Also, the user can tune Issue Page and Project Page to
display the default structure when the page is loaded.

There's a system-wide default structure, which is initially set to be the automatically created Global Structure. JIRA administrator can change the system
default structure.

Also, a project-level default structure can be specified for a project that is enabled for Structure. JIRA administrator can set project-level default structure
on the Defaults page. Project administrator can change default structure on the project administration tab (JIRA 4.4 or later) or in the Options dialog on the
Structure tab on the Project page.
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
